The targets and the plan of the committee are based on the weaknesses listed in the Present
Situation and the major concerns as expressed in the school development plan 2021-2024.

A. Present Situation
1. Strengths
1.1  the school has allocated two periods for students to read English story books in S1to S4. As for S5, there are both Chinese and
English Reading Periods, which are incorporated into the Chinese and English lessons. Chinese Reading Period is time for
subject teachers to incorporate different text-types into the lessons whereas English Reading Period is for students to read
English newspaper;
1.2 teachers understand it is a school policy that they should play a more prominent role in promoting reading in school during school
hours;
1.3 students will take reading more seriously as they are required to share their favourite book in class, and complete different class
and home assignments each term.
2. Weaknesses
2.1 students have not yet nurtured a genuine interest in reading in their own initiative;
2.2  students read different books chosen from the class library, and so it is difficult to conduct class discussion on the books they read,;
2.3 students tend to read thin books or books that are not up to standard.
3. Opportunities
3.1 cultivating reading habit among students has been made a school policy, and so teachers will make it a rule to get their students to
read books;
3.2 the popularity of e-books or online stories may be an opportunity to attract online readership;
3.3 promoting reading as a group activity in class helps illustrate reading is crucial;
3.4 increasing manpower in promoting reading and writing in school curriculum;
3.5 making reading and writing as a taught subject so as to raise its importance in school curriculum.

The question types are basically
content-based. The results from tests and
examinations show that students are
improving progressively. An improvement
from an average of 50% passing rate to 70%.
It might be due to the changes of strategies in
the setting of papers (i.e. the inclusion of
questions for both average students and the
high achievers), and the preparation before
students sit for the tests and examinations
(i.e. doing revision with students and
providing students with revision notes).

It is evident that students’ performances in
the tests and examinations are also reflected
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in their attitude towards the subject. In the
subject survey, students who are positive
towards the subject are the ones who can
perform well.

Teachers, in the second term, have changed
strategies. They have done revision with
students and provided them some revision
notes before tests and examinations. Itis
expected that students could perform even
better in the Final Examination.

This is the second year to incorporate
reading lessons in English lessons of English
Department for S5 students, and the lessons
are conducted by their English teachers.
Reading materials are confined to newspaper
articles provided. Students have been
guided to focus on sentence structures and
vocabulary learning. They have also been
given opportunities to practise their speaking
skills as a production stage for the lesson.
